INTERNATIONAL DISTRIBUTOR AGREEMENT - ENVIRONMENTAL

This International Distributor Agreement (hereinafter referred to as this “Agresment”) is entered into and
effective ag of the 1" day of November, 2013 (hereinafter referred to as the “Effective Date™} by and between

{d) was independently developed by Receiving Party without reference to the Confidential
Information, and Receiving Party can verify development of such information by written

documentation; or
